I also asked for money for numerous improvements and renovations to the district schools.  I asked for money for construction of new facilities, for improving existing facilities, for bringing the schools up to safety and fire codes, for traffic lights to improve the safety of kids crossing the streets, for construction of walkways, safety rails, lighting fixtures, and many other improvements.  Included in the CIP budget was $78 million for school improvements statewide, $500,000 for fire safety improvements, $750,000 for playground equipment and playground safety improvements,  and $3.5 million for installing and replacing traffic lights throughout the state.  

Unfortunately the money for schools now goes to the DOE, and they have to decide where and how to spend the money across the state.  I am still working hard to see that this district is well provided for, as I have for many years.

I asked for $670,000 for the construction of a Kapolei Civic Center Parking structure, which has been left out of the budget this year.  I will try hard to get this money restored, and remain optimistic that this will be funded next year.

I also requested $93 million for the construction of the UH West Oahu Campus, something that I have been working on for a long time.  I also asked for $22 million for a new elementary school in Kapolei.  Both of these requests have been shot down by crazed liberal watchdogs.

I have requested money for various traffic improvements.  These include Fort Barrette Road Widening, numerous traffic signal installations, Makakilo Drive extensions, H-1 interchanges, Farrington Highway widening, Kalaeloa roadway improvements, and North-South road improvements.  Most of these received the funding that I asked for specifically, and those that didn't may receive funding along with other statewide improvement projects.  Together this amounts to about $40 million for improvements to the Kapolei and Makakilo traffic plan.  I will be fighting to achieve money for the projects that were not selected to receive funds.  

Among other projects, I was able to get $500,000 for Homeless shelters,  $16.5 million for Harbor and Ferry Improvements, $6.8 million for projects centered on Kalaeloa Airport, $25,000 for fence repairs to Waipahu High School, and $225,000 for Barber Point improvements.
