SUBJECT: Mauka Lani Elementary School
This is in response to your letter dated June 24, 2004, regarding an eight-classroom building at Mauka Lam Elementary School.

Please be aware that on November 25, 2002, the Department of Education (DOE) did initiate the design of the eight-classroom building based on the appropriation in Act 177/SLH 2002. However, funds were not released by the Governor. The reason given was that no construction funds were available.

Act 41/SLH 2004 appropriates $5.16 million for the design and construction of this project. We will initiate this project once again and hope that funds are released. However, Governor’s Executive Memorandum No. 04-02 dated June 24, 2004, requires prior approval of projects before initiation. This memorandum also requires that we request allotment of funds for each phase of the project (e.g., planning, design, construction). By needing to make additional allotment requests as compared to previous projects, we expect the cumulative result to be that the release of project funds will take much longer than the approximately two months it currently takes to allot funds for a project.

Rest assured that we will proceed with construction of the classroom building if and when funds are released. This project is on the DOE’s ten-year plan and as such is considered a priority.
