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Traffic Enforcement:

The House Transportation Committee heard a bill I introduced to permit HPD to enforce traffic laws within the Villages.

By the time you read this it should have passed, and barring major setbacks should become law this session.
North-South Road:

Construction bids for North-South Road have been opened and if not protested, groundbreaking is expected mid-February.  

This road is a major improvement for Kapolei/Ewa. Running between Kapolei Parkway and H-1, it will provide freeway access to residents of Kapolei and Ewa Beach, diverting much traffic now using Ft. Barrette.
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Also, it will provide access to the UH West Oahu Campus, and its H-1 Freeway interchange will serve the Makakilo Drive extension when  finally built.

UH West Oahu Campus:

This new road comes at a good time.

The Environmental Impact Statement Notice for the West Oahu Campus has just been released.  Following the UH West Oahu Strategic Plan adopted by the Board of Regents, the new campus is expected to open as early as 2008 and will eventually serve more that 7,000 students.

I am working with the UH President and Board of Regents to offer major collages, such as Tropical Agriculture, Business, and/or Hawaiian Studies entirely at West Oahu via tele-conferencing.

Facilities/Jobs = Less H-1 Traffic

Plans considered over the years for reducing traffic congestion between Kapolei and downtown usually involve mass transit.  Recent studies reveal that rail between Kapolei and downtown would cost each taxpayer $ 1,000 per year for twenty years.

I still support mass transit, but first I would like to reduce traffic by moving jobs to the people.  The UH West Oahu Campus will be a huge benefit.  7,000 students, Professors, lecturers and staff who don’t drive to Manoa every day will dramatically reduce traffic. 

More help comes from Ko’ Olina as a second tourist destination, Mayor Hannemann’s decision to move more City jobs to Kapolei, and the Governors backing of Chief Justice Moon’s plan to build the Kapolei Judiciary Center.

State DOT continues projects including freeway widening, extending zipper lanes, opening Roosevelt Boulevard, and widening Ft. Barrette, while Campbell Estate builds streets in Kapolei. I commend them and Governor Lingle, the UH President and Regents, and Mayor Hannemann for their vision.  I look forward to helping make these improvements possible.
